Introduction:
· Before this past Sunday’s message, what was your understanding about the Rapture?

· Has your views about the Rapture been influenced by what you read in books other than the Bible, or by what you’ve seen in movies, or by what you’ve been told by friends?

1. Read 1 Thess. 4.13-15 & 1 Cor. 15. 51-52
· These verses make it clear that when the Rapture occurs, Christians who are living will be joined with Christ and what other group of people?

· Verse 13 contrasts Christ’s followers with “. . . the rest of men, who have no hope.” How does this change how you view death? 

· These two passages of Scripture describe sights and sounds associated with the Rapture. What do you think it would feel like to experience this event? What part of the description most captures your imagination?

2. Read Matthew 5.13-15 & 2 Timothy 3.1-4
· After the Rapture removes all Christians from the earth, what do you think the world will be like?

3. Read Matthew 24.21-22; Rev. 3.10; & John 17.9
· What do these verses reveal about God’s treatment of those who follow Him? 

· How is that love and care exemplified by the Rapture?

4. Read Philippians 3.20; John 17.16 & Rom. 12.2
· Where is a Christian’s true “home?” How should this affect your decisions?

5. Read Titus 2.11-13
· What do these verses say about how we should live, given the certainty of Jesus’ return?

· After considering this verse, are there specific ways you would like to change your life or your actions?

· If the Rapture occurred tomorrow, what would in you wish you had done in your life? 
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
